ROOM / SHARE ACCOMMODATION AGREEMENT (NSW – DRAFT)

This is a simple room/share accommodation agreement in New South Wales. It does not override any rights and obligations that apply under NSW law (including the Residential Tenancies Act 2010 (NSW), if it applies to this arrangement).

1. TERM & ROOMS
1. Party B will occupy the master room from 1 December 2025 to 13 December 2025 (inclusive).
2. From 13 December 2025, Party B will occupy a second room in the Premises for at least 1 month. The exact end date and any extension will be agreed in writing (e.g. text message).

2. RENT, BOND & PAYMENTS
1. Rent: AUD $510 per week, including water, electricity and internet (normal use).
2. Payment: Rent is paid every 2 weeks in advance (AUD $1,020 each time).
3. Bond / Deposit: Party B pays a 2-week bond (AUD $1,020) before moving in, plus the first 2 weeks’ rent in advance.
4. Where NSW tenancy law requires, the bond will be handled in line with NSW rules (for example, lodging with the Bond Board / NSW Fair Trading, if applicable).

3. USE OF PREMISES
1. The room is for residential use only. No parties or large gatherings; no illegal activity.
2. Party B must respect building/strata rules (noise, rubbish, common areas, etc.).
3. Party B shares common areas (kitchen, bathroom, living areas) with Party A and/or other occupants.

4. FURNITURE, REPAIRS & DAMAGE
1. Party A provides basic furniture (e.g. bed, desk/table).
2. Party A will take reasonable steps to keep the Premises safe and fit to live in, as required by NSW law.
3. Party B must use the room, furniture and appliances reasonably. If Party B (or their guests) cause damage through misuse or negligence, especially to major appliances (fridge, washing machine, hot water, air-con), Party B must pay reasonable repair or replacement costs.
4. Fair wear and tear is not counted as damage.

5. ENDING THE AGREEMENT
1. Both parties will act in good faith and communicate early if they want to end the arrangement.
2. As a guideline, each party will give at least 2 weeks’ written notice (e.g. by text) to end the agreement, unless NSW law requires a different notice period.
3. If Party B leaves suddenly without notice, they may be asked to pay up to 1 week’s rent as compensation, only to the extent permitted by law.

6. DISPUTES
1. If a dispute arises, the parties will first try to solve it by discussion.
2. If it cannot be resolved, either party may seek help from NSW Fair Trading, a community legal centre or NCAT, where available.

7. OTHER
1. This agreement is made in two originals; each party keeps one signed copy.
